ABBREVIATED ELECTION CALENDAR OF EVENTS AND DEADLINES

NOMINATION PERIOD: During this time candidates may obtain
and submit candidacy documents for the City Council positions.

July 18, 2011, through August 12, 2011

NOMINATION PERIOD (Extension): If upon the close of the
nomination period, an eligible incumbent has not filed, the
nomination period for that office will be extended for 5 days for
candidates other than the eligible incumbent.

August 17, 2011

MAILING OF VOTER SAMPLE BALLOT PAMPHLET: Voter
sample ballot pamphlet will be mailed to every registered voter in
the City of San Buenaventura.

September 29, 2011, through October 18, 2011

SEMI-ANNUAL CAMPAIGN FILINGS: The filing will report any
contribution activity for the period covering January 1, 2011,
through June 30, 2011.

August 1, 2011

CAMPAIGN FILINGS (1% Pre-Election): The filing will report any
contribution or expenditure activity for the period covering January
1, 2011, through September 24, 2011, if this is the first report, or
July 1, 2011, through September 24, 2011. This report is due in
the City Clerk’s Office by personal delivery or by postmarked first
class mail delivery.

September 29, 2011

VOTER REGISTRATION (CLOSE): Close of registration for the
election.

October 24, 2011

VOTE BY MAIL: Registered voters may apply for vote by mail
ballot. If a voter applies by mail prior to this period the ballot will
not be mailed until October 10, 2011.

October 10, 2011, through November 1, 2011

CAMPAIGN FILINGS (2“d Pre-Election): The filing will report any
contribution or expenditure activity for the period covering
September 25, 2011, through October 22, 2011. This report is due
in the City Clerk’s Office by personal delivery or by postmarked
guaranteed overnight mail delivery.

October 27, 2011

EMERGENCY/LATE VOTE BY MAIL: Voters may apply for an
"emergency/late” vote by ballot at the County Elections Division,
800 South Victoria Avenue, Ventura, during this period if they are
unable to go to their polling place on election day.

November 2, 2011, through November 7, 2011

CAMPAIGN FILINGS (3rd Pre-Election): The filing will report any
contribution or expenditure activity for the period covering October
23, 2011, through November 2, 2011. (Municipal Code Article 7,
Sec. 2.215.710). This report shall be deemed filed only if received
in the City Clerk’s Office by 5:30 p.m. by personal delivery, mail, or
facsimile (with the original placed in the mail).

November 4, 2011

CAMPAIGN FILINGS (Late Contributions and Late Independent
Expenditures): The filing will report any contribution or
independent expenditure activity in the amount of $1,000 or more
for the period covering October 23, 2011, through November 7,
2011.

Must be filed within 24 hours of the monetary
contribution or independent expenditure; or within
48 hours of the non-monetary contribution or
independent expenditure.

SEMI-ANNUAL CAMPAIGN FILINGS: The filing will report any January 31, 2012
contribution activity for the period covering November 3, 2011,
through December 31, 2011.




GENERAL CANDIDACY INFORMATION

Eligibility

City of San Buenaventura Charter Section 503 states, "No person shall hold, or be
eligible for nomination to office as a member of the City Council unless at the time his
nomination papers are filed or his appointment made, he is a registered voter of this
City and he has been continuously, for at least one year next preceding his election or
appointment, a resident of this City or of territory annexed thereto.”

Nomination Period

The nomination period for obtaining and submitting candidacy documents for the three
City Council positions is Monday, July 18, 2011, through Friday, August 12, 2011,
during the office hours of 7:30 a.m. - 5:30 p.m. City Hall is closed alternate Fridays
on July 29, and Auqust 12, 2011. However, the City Clerk’s Office will be open on
Friday, August 12, 2011. All candidacy documents must be submitted simultaneously
and on the appropriate forms provided by the City Clerk’s Office.

If an eligible incumbent does not file by August 12, 2011, the nomination period is
extended to Wednesday, August 17, 2011, at 5:30 p.m. An eligible incumbent may not
submit candidacy documents during this extended period.

Nomination Papers

It is recommended that you submit your nomination paper to the City Clerk’s Office well
in advance of the deadline in case it is determined that you do not have the required
minimum valid signatures, thus allowing you sufficient time to remedy the situation
before the filing deadline.

A candidate for a City Council position shall be proposed by not less than 20 nor more
than 30 registered voters of the City.

Only the signatures of persons registered to vote within the City of San Buenaventura
will be valid to sign or circulate City Council nomination papers. A person registered to
vote within the City of San Buenaventura may sign up to three nomination papers of
City Council candidates, one for each of the three seats to be filed. Only one person
may circulate the nomination paper. The Affidavit of Circulator and Affidavit of Nominee
must be completed before submitting the nomination paper to the City Clerk's Office.

The signatures of persons shall be appended on the same sheet of paper and each
signer shall add his or her place of residence, giving the street and number, if any, or
another designation of his or her place of residence, so as to enable its location to be
readily ascertained.
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GUIDELINES FOR TYPING CANDIDATE STATEMENTS

In an effort to control escalating costs, the County Elections Division is using
computer equipment to automate preparation of the sample ballot pamphlet. To
maximize automation and efficiency, the candidate statements need to be
“machine readable” by an optical scanner.

OCR Readable Typefaces

The optical character reader (OCR) program is most accurate when reading
simple “sans serif’ (non-serifed) typefaces with uniform stroke widths. An OCR
also easily reads standard typewriter or computer typefaces set at 10 or 12
characters per inch. As a general rule, typefaces defined as light, extended, or
condensed should not be used. Underlining and bold are not allowed. Another
rule of thumb is to avoid typefaces with sixes or nines, which may appear as an
eight to an OCR. ltalic, highly stylized, and script-like styles should also be
avoided. If using a dot matrix printer, the minimum print requirement is “near
letter quality.”

The recommended type size is 12 point. (A point is a printing unit equal to
approximately 1/72.”)

Character Spacing

“Kerning” (the overlapping or nesting of characters for appearance) and
“typesetting” should be avoided. The OCR needs to see a clear vertical space
between characters in order to accurately identify each one.
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GUIDELINES FOR TYPING CANDIDATE’S STATEMENT (Contd.)

Graphics and Unusual Characters

Graphics (pictures, lines, graphs, boxed paragraphs, etc.) and decorative
characters such as arrows, stars, asterisks, bullets, and other symbols are not
permitted.

Print Quality

Print quality is one of the most important factors for successful OCR processing.
Characters should be clean, sharp, dark, and uniformly printed. Smudges, fill-
ins, voids (inking gaps) within characters, and extraneous ink outside character
boundaries can adversely affect OCR processing.

Block Format

Submit the original Candidate’s Statement form to the City Clerk’s Office and
stay within the double line boundaries on the form.

Your assistance in helping automate and control costs is appreciated.

FORMAT: This is an example of an acceptable format to be usedina
candidate's statement of qualifications,

CONTENT: Statements may include candidate’s age and occupation and a
200 word description of the candidate’s education and qualifications. The
California Court of Appeal, Fourth District, and Division 3 No. G023111
states that in Elections Code Sec. 13307 “the statute expressly authorizes
comments on one's own qualifications to the exclusion of comments on an
opponent's qualifications,” The following indentation format is acceptable:

The statement
must be typed in upper and lower case, Graphics and characters such as
arrows, stars, asterisks and other symbols are not permitted. Statements

CAMPAIGN DISCLOSURE STATEMENTS

All officeholders and candidates for public office and their controlled committees are
required to file campaign disclosure statements. Failure to file in a timely manner may
result in penalty fines and other civil actions. The Technical Assistance Division of the Fair
Political Practices Commission (FPPC) is available to answer questions at 1-866-275-3772
or at http://www.fppc.ca.gov.

Campaign Disclosure Forms and Filing Deadlines

The Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) has issued Information Manuals. These
manuals provide information on who, when, and where campaign statements must be
filed. All manuals and forms are available on the FPPC website. Campaign Disclosure
Manual 2, May 2007, should be read by all candidates and treasurers in order to be
informed of the specific requirements of candidacy. Although the state provides a
variety of forms from which to choose, Forms 410, 460, 470, 497, and 501 are the most
commonly used by officeholders and candidates.

Officeholders and candidates who do not have a controlled committee, do not anticipate
receiving contributions totaling $1,000 or more, and do not anticipate spending $1,000
or more during the calendar year file a Form 470. To determine if $1,000 has been
raised or spent, or will be raised or spent, the candidate’s personal funds for the
candidate’s statement is excluded. If, after filing Form 470, an officeholder or candidate
receives contributions totaling $1,000 or more or makes expenditures totaling $1,000 or
more during the same calendar year, Form 470 Supplement must be sent and filed.

Officeholders and candidates must file an original and one copy of the campaign
statements in the City Clerk’s Office. The campaign disclosure statements are a public
record.

Chapter 2.215

Campaign Reform Act

ARTICLE 1. TITLE, FINDINGS AND
PURPOSE

Sec. 2.215.110. Title.

This act may be cited as the San Buenaventura

Campaign Reform Act.
(Code 1971, § 9.100.010)

Sec. 2.215.120. Findings and declarations.

In enacting this act, the following findings and
declarations are adopted:

1.  Monetary contributions to political cam-
paigns are a legitimate form of participa-
tion in the political process, but the finan-
cial strength of certain individuals or
organizations should not permit the exer-
cise of a disproportionate or controlling
influence on the election of candidates.

2. The rapidly increasing costs of political
campaigns have forced many candidates
to raise larger and larger amounts of
money from individuals and interest groups
with a specific financial stake in matters
before the city council. This has caused a
public perception that votes are being
improperly influenced by monetary con-
tributions. This perception is undermin-
ing the credibility and integrity of the
governmental process.

3. Candidates are raising less money in small
contributions and more money in large
individual and organizational contribu-
tions. This has created the public impres-
sion that the small contributor has an
insignificant role to play in political cam-
paigns.

The integrity of the governmental pro-
cess, the competitiveness of campaigns
and public confidence in local officials are
all diminishing.

5.  The public's right to have timely, accurate
and reasonably complete information about

who is financing a candidate's campaign
is an important part of the democratic
process.

(Code 1971, § 9.100.020)

Sec. 2.215.130. Purpose.
It is the purpose of this act:

1. - To ensure that individuals and interest
groups in San Buenaventura have a fair
and equal opportunity to participate in
municipal elective and governmental pro-
cesses.

2. To reduce the influence of large contribu-
tors with a specific financial stake in
matters before the city council, thus coun-
tering the perception that decisions are
influenced more by the size of contribu-

. tions than the best interests of the people
of the city.

3. To limit overall expenditures in cam-
paigns, thereby reducing the pressure on
candidates to raise large campaign war
chests for defensive purposes, beyond the
amount necessary to communicate reason-
ably with the voters.

To increase the value to candidates of
smaller contributions.

5. To eliminate fund-raising by candidates
except during an election cycle.

To improve the disclosure of contribution
sources in reasonable and effective ways.

7. To help restore public trust in local gov-
ernmental institutions.
(Code 1971, § 9.100.030)

ARTICLE 2. DEFINITIONS;
INTERPRETATIONS

Sec. 2.215.210. Definitions.

For purpose of this chapter, the following words
and phrases shall have the meanings set forth as
follows unless the contrary is stated or clearly
appears from the content:

Election cycle means that period commencing
with January 1 of an odd number year and ending

on April 15 of the following year. However, in the
event of a special election called for the purpose of
filling a vacancy in the city council, election cycle
means the period commencing with the date the
city council adopts a resolution calling the special
election, and a date 180 days following the date of
the special election.

Person means any individual, organization or
political action committee whose contributions or
expenditure activities are financed, maintained
or controlled by any corporation, labor organiza-
tion, association, political party or any other per-
son or committee, including any parent, subsid-
iary, branch, division, department or local unit of
the corporation, labor organization, association,
political party or any other person, or by any
group of such persons.

Two or more entities shall be deemed one person
when any of the following circumstances apply:

1. The entities share the majority of mem-
bers of their boards of directors; or

2.  The entities share two or more officers; or

3. The entities are owned or controlled by
the same majority shareholder or share-
holders; or

4. The entities are in a parent-subsidiary
relationship.

5.  An individual and any general partner-

ship in which the individual is a general

partner, or an individual and any corpo-
ration in which the individual owns a
controlling interest, shall be deemed one
person.

Political action committee means any individ-
ual other than a candidate for office, and any
organization or other combination of individuals
of persons who receives a contribution during an
election cycle of $25.00 or more, and who either (i)
makes a contribution to a candidate for office
during an election cycle that totals $25.00 or
more, or (ii) makes independent expenditures in
support of or in opposition to a candidate during
an election cycle that totals $25.00 or more.

Supp. No. 19
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Qualified campaign expenditure means any of
the following:

1.  Any expenditure made by a candidate for
city council, by a committee controlled by
such a candidate, or by a committee that
supports or opposes a candidate for city
office, for the purpose of influencing or
attempting to influence the actions of the
voters for or against the election of any
city council candidate.

2. A non-monetary contribution provided at
the request of or with the approval of the
candidate, officeholder, committee con-
trolled by the candidate or officeholder or
a committee that supports or opposes a
candidate for a city office.

3. That portion of the total cost of a slate
mailing or mailing of other campaign lit-
erature produced or authorized by more
than one candidate which is the greater of
the cost actually paid or incurred by the
committee or controlled committee of the
candidate or the proportionate share of
the total cost attributable to each such
candidate. The number of candidates shar-
ing costs and the emphasis on or space
devoted to each such candidate shall be
considered in determining the cost attrib-
utable to each such candidate.

4. "Qualified campaign expenditure" does not
include any payment if it is clear from the
surrounding circumstances that it was
not made in any part for political pur-
poses.

(Code 1971, § 9.105.010; Ord. No. 2004-023, § 1,
12-13-04)

Sec. 2.215.220. Interpretation.

Unless a term is specifically defined in this act
or the contrary is stated or clearly appears from
the context, the definitions set forth in California
Government Code, Sections 82000 et. seq., shall
govern the interpretation of this act.

(Code 1971, § 9.105.020)
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ADMINISTRATION

ARTICLE 3. CONTRIBUTION
LIMITATIONS

Sec. 2.215.310. Limitations on contributions
to candidates.

A. During an election cycle, no person shall
make to any candidate for election to the city
council, or the controlled committee of such a
candidate, and no such candidate or the candidate's
controlled committee shall accept from any such
person, a contribution or contributions totaling
more than $100.00 for the election for city council
except as otherwise provided for by this section.

B. For candidates who adopt the expenditure
ceilings as defined in article 4. of this act, no
person shall make to any candidate for election to
the city council or the controlled committee of
such a candidate, and no such candidate or the
candidate's controlled committee shall accept from
any such person, a contribution or contributions
totaling more than $200.00 for any person for
each election for city council.

(Code 1971, § 9.110.010; Ord. No. 2004-023, § 2,
12-13-04)

Sec. 2.215.315. Limitations on independent
expenditure committees.

A. During an election cycle, no person shall
make to any committee which supports or opposes

a candidate for city council, and no such commit-

tee shall accept from any person a contribution or
contributions totaling more than $100.00 for the
election for city council except as otherwise pro-
vided by this section.

B. During an election cycle, a committee mak-
ing or intending to make expenditures in support
of or in opposition to a council candidate may
receive contributions or other funds from any
committee member or other person totaling more
than $100.00, and may use up to $100.00 of all
such contributions or other funds received from
the committee member or other person for inde-
pendent expenditures in support of or in opposi-
tien to a city council candidate, provided that:

(1) The committee member or other person
consents in writing to the use of a portion

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of his or her contributions or other funds

to support or oppose political candidates
or for other political purposes;

(2) A portion of such committee member or
other person's contributions or other funds
not exceeding a total of $100.00 is depos-
ited in a separate campaign banking ac-
count maintained by the committee, and
thereafter used during the election cycle
for expenditures in support of or in oppo-
sition to candidates seeking election to
the office of city council or for other polit-
ical purposes; and

(3) Ifsuch committee member or other person's
contributing or other funds are commin-
gled in the committee's campaign banking
account with funds that are to be used for
political purposes other than supporting
or opposing candidates seeking election to
the office of city council:

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CODE OF FAIR CAMPAIGN PRACTICES
Excerpt from Elections Code

20400. Intent of legislature.

The Legislature declares that the purpose of this chapter is to encourage every
candidate for public office in this state to subscribe to the Code of Fair Campaign
Practices.

It is the ultimate intent of the Legislature that every candidate for public office in
this state who subscribes to the Code of Fair Campaign Practices will follow the basic
principles of decency, honesty, and fair play in order that, after vigorously contested, but
fairly conducted campaigns, the citizens of this state may exercise their constitutional
right to vote, free from dishonest and unethical practices which tend to prevent the full
and free expression of the will of the voters.

The purpose in creating the Code of Fair Campaign Practices is to give voters
guidelines in determining fair play and to encourage candidates to discuss issues
instead of untruths or distortions.

(Added by Stats. 1994, c. 920, § 2)

20420. Definition of "Code."

As used in this chapter, "Code" means the Code of Fair Campaign Practices.
(Added by Stats. 1994, c. 920, § 2)

20440. Subscription to code; form.

At the time an individual is issued his or her declaration of candidacy, nomination
papers, or any other paper evidencing an intention to be a candidate for public office,
the elections official shall give the individual a blank form of the code and a copy of this
chapter. The elections official shall inform each candidate for public office that
subscription to the code is voluntary.

In the case of a committee making an independent expenditure as defined in
Section 82031 of the Government Code, the Secretary of State shall provide a blank
form and a copy of this chapter to the individual filing, in accordance with Title 9
(commencing with Section 81000) of the Government Code, an initial campaign
statement on behalf of the committee.

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CODE OF FAIR CAMPAIGN PRACTICES

There are basic principles of decency, honesty, and fair play which every
candidate for public office in the State of California has a moral obligation to observe
and uphold in order that, after vigorously contested by fairly conducted campaigns, our
citizens may exercise their constitutional right to a free and untrammeled choice and the
will of the people may be fully and clearly expressed on the issues.

THEREFORE:

(1) I SHALL CONDUCT my campaign openly and publicly, discussing the issues
as | see them, presenting my record and policies with sincerity and frankness and
criticizing without fear or favor the record and policies of my opponents or political
parties that merit this criticism.

(2) I SHALL NOT USE OR PERMIT the use of character defamation, whispering
campaigns, libel, slander, or scurrilous attacks on any candidate or his or her personal
or family life.

(3) | SHALL NOT USE OR PERMIT any appeal to negative prejudice based on a
candidate’s actual or perceived race, religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry,
physical disability, mental disability, medical condition, marital status, age, sexual
orientation, sex, including gender identity, or any other characteristic set forth in Section
12940 of the Government Code, or association with another person who has any of the
actual or perceived characteristics set forth in Section 12940 of the Government Code.

(4) | SHALL NOT USE OR PERMIT any dishonest or unethical practice that
tends to corrupt or undermine our American system of free elections, or that hampers or
prevents the full and free expression of the will of the voters including acts intended to
hinder or prevent any eligible person from registering to vote, enrolling to vote, or voting.

(5) I SHALL NOT coerce election help or campaign contributions for myself or for
any other candidate from my employees.

(6) | SHALL IMMEDIATELY AND PUBLICLY REPUDIATE support deriving from
any individual or group that resorts, on behalf of my candidacy or in opposition to that of
my opponent to the methods and tactics that | condemn. | shall accept responsibility to
take firm action against any subordinate who violates any provision of this code or the
laws governing elections.

(7) | SHALL DEFEND AND UPHOLD the right of every qualified American voter
to full and equal participation in the electoral process.

I, the undersigned, candidate for election to public office in the State of California
or treasurer or chairperson of a committee making any independent expenditures,
hereby voluntarily endorse, subscribe to, and solemnly pledge myself to conduct my
campaign in accordance with the above principles and practices.

A copy of Section 84305 of the Government Code shall be provided by the
elections official to each candidate or his or her agent at the time of filing the declaration
of candidacy and to the proponents of a local initiative or referendum at the time of filing
the petitions.

MASS MAILING REQUIREMENTS
Excerpt from Government Code

84305. Mass mailings; requirements.

(a) Except as provided in subdivision (b), no candidate or committee shall send
a mass mailing unless the name, street address, and city of the candidate or committee
are shown on the outside of each piece of mail in the mass mailing and on at least one
of the inserts included within each piece of mail of the mailing in no less than 6-point
type which shall be in a color or print which contrasts with the background so as to be
easily legible. A post office box may be stated in lieu of a street address if the
organization's address is a matter of public record with the Secretary of State.

(b) If the sender of the mass mailing is a single candidate or committee, the
name, street address, and city of the candidate or committee need only be shown on
the outside of each piece of mail.

(c) If the sender of a mass mailing is a controlled committee, the name of the
person controlling the committee shall be included in addition to the information required
by subdivision (a).

"Mass mailing" as defined in G.C. 82041.5 means over two hundred substantially similar

pieces of mail, but does not include a form letter or other mail which is sent in response
to an unsolicited request, letter or other inquiry.
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POLITICAL ADVERTISEMENT REQUIREMENTS
Excerpt from Elections Code

20008. Political advertisement requirements.

Any paid political advertisement that refers to an election or to any candidate for
state or local elective office and that is contained in or distributed with a newspaper,
shall bear on each surface or page thereof, in type or lettering at least half as large as
the type or lettering of the advertisement or in 10-point roman type, whichever is larger,
the words "Paid Political Advertisement." The words shall be set apart from any other
printed matter.

As used in this section "paid political advertisement" shall mean and shall be
limited to, published statements paid for by advertisers for purposes of supporting or
defeating any person who has filed for an elective state or local office.

Temporary political signs shall not be installed more than six months prior to any national
election or more than three months prior to any other election, and shall be removed within ten
days of the completion of the subject election. Temporary political signs identifying campaign
headquarters shall not be subject to Sections 24.420.100 through 24.420.250. Temporary
political signs located on private property shall have the permission of the property owner.
Temporary political signs may be located in a public right-of-way, such as within treewells,
sidewalks, or parkways but not within medians or roadways. No temporary political sign on
private property or in a public right-of-way shall be located in a manner that may constitute a
traffic hazard or create a hazardous condition for persons using the public right-of-way.

(Excerpt from Municipal Code, Chapter 24.420.050, Paragraph 10)

Owner's Authorization

It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to post, stick, stamp, paint or otherwise affix, or
cause to be done by another, any notice, placard, bill, poster, or advertisement to or upon any
sidewalk, crosswalk, curbing, hydrant, tree, fence, inclosure or building, or upon any telegraph,
telephone, or electrical lighting pole, without first obtaining the permission of the owner, agent or
occupant thereof.

(Excerpt from Municipal Code, Section 18.220.010, Paragraph E)

Handbillis

It shall be unlawful for any persons, either directly or indirectly, to distribute, deposit, place,
throw, scatter, or cast, any handbill in or upon any public thoroughfare, park, ground, or other
public place within the city or upon any private yard, grounds, walk, porch, steps, mailbox,
vestibule, house, residence, building, or any other private property.

(Excerpt from Municipal Code, Section 18.220.010, Paragraph A)

County Regulations

If a candidate, committee, or persons representing a candidate or committee are posting signs
outside the corporate limits of the City, the County of Ventura regulations will apply. If there are
any questions relating to political signs posted outside the corporate limits of the City, contact
the County Planning Division at 654-2488.

State Requlations

Political signs within view of State or County highways are subject to the provisions of the
Outdoor Advertising Act. Candidates may direct questions regarding State regulations to the
State of California, Department of Transportation at (916) 654-4790.
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REQUEST FOR PUBLIC RECORDS AND INFORMATION

The City Clerk’s Office will be the central point to receive your requests for records and
information from the City. Our office will direct your request to the appropriate
department, division, or office. The goal of the City is to provide a timely response to
requests for any and all public records and information.

A request for a readily available document or information may be made verbally, and it
will be provided promptly. A request for multiple documents or a number of questions
must be made electronically at www.cityofventura.net via “My Ventura Access.”
Pursuant to the Public Records Act, the City will provide the records and information
within 10 days or advise you in writing of any exemption from disclosure or delay in
providing them. A request that requires research, retrieval, and reproduction will be
provided at the earliest date possible and, in any case, within 20 days. Our office will
maintain all requests for records and information together with the responses for review
by the candidates and the public.

You may review records and information in our office at no cost, or fees will be charged
for copies of records in accordance with the current fee schedule. Duplicate
documents/records, if available, may be checked out from the City Clerk’s Office for a
period of 10 days at no cost. If the information is needed for a longer period of time, our
office must be contacted.
