The Foyer or main entrance to City Hall is the
favorite setting for wedding ceremonies with its
sweeping marble staircase backdrop, and also
the perfect backdrop for wedding and special
occasion photography sessions.

Foyer rental also includes the use of
the marble staircase and the outside
front steps of City Hall (see cover photo).

Capacity
20 people with tables & chairs
50 people with chairs only

100 people without tables and chairs

The Atrium, wrapped in terra cotta walls with a
marble floor, is located below the loggia or bridge
between City Hall and City Hall West. The Atrium

(photo below) and its adjoining outdoor Patio
(photo above) has a greater capacity than the
Foyer and is ideal for larger wedding ceremonies,
receptions and special occasion celebrations.
Atrium rental includes the use of the adjacent
kitchen and the outdoor Patio.

Capacity
69 people with tables & chairs *
120 people with chairs only *
210 people without tables & chairs **

*Capacity doubles when using both
indoor Atrium and outside Patio

**Combined Atrium and Patio occupancy is not to
exceed 299 people without tables and chairs

Other Locations at City Hall

City Hall has conference rooms of many sizes,
including the large Community Meeting Room
and Santa Cruz Conference Room,
to fit an organization’s special event needs,
available for rental during business and
non-business hours. Capacity varies: contact
the Special Event office for details.

City Hall has a limited number of tables and
chairs available for rental but does not offer
linens or sound equipment which renting

individuals must provide at their own expense.
The City does not have a set vendor list
and renting individuals are free to use their
own preferred caterers, rental companies,
photographers, etc.
