• Convergence” of Dance, Music & Art During July 19 ArtWalk 
“Convergence” Photo by Donna Granata 
Ventura County Ballet Company’s (VCBC) DAnce ART, a traveling dance 
ensemble composed of the company’s finest ballet dancers, and Focus on the 
Masters (FOTM), a non-profit art appreciation program that documents, preserves 
and presents the works and lives of accomplished contemporary artists, will 
combine its talents to introduce a unique, awe-inspiring, one-time event called 
“Convergence” that will kick-off the annual ArtWalk Ventura on Friday, July 19. A 
first-of-its-kind concept masterminded by nationally recognized photographer and 
FOTM Founder Donna Granata, “Convergence” will be a live, multimedia benefit 
performance event featuring dance, music and fine art at its best, celebrating the 
spirit of collaboration and a shared passion for the arts. Downtown Ventura’s 
location at 20 N. Oak St., made available by owner Robert Gurfield, will set the 
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stage for the event that will combine the skills of accomplished ballet dancers, renowned visual artists, an expert 
choreographer and world-renowned classical musicians. The audience will be captivated by a beautifully choreographed 
dance piece from Brett Weidlich and performed by VCBC’s DAnce ART as projections of paintings by ArtWalk Artist of 
Distinction and FOTM-documented painter Gerd Koch bathe the dancers in expressionistic color and texture. Providing the 
music for the performance will be two-time Grammy-nominated international composer and pianist Miguel del Aguila, who 
will premiere “Silence,” his newest composition for piano and violin which he will perform with celebrated violinist Yue Deng. 
Attendees will also enjoy an art exhibition featuring artists’ works that have been documented in the FOTM program that will 
be showcased throughout the weekend, as well as a live auction featuring Granata’s exquisite photographs of the dancers 
and other unique items. All proceeds from the event will benefit FOTM’s educational outreach programs. “This unique 
performance embodies everything the ArtWalk represents – world-class artistry at its finest,” Granata said. “We’re so proud 
to showcase this unique alliance of extraordinary artists with the unmatched talents of our international musicians.

About San Buenaventura City Hall / Old Ventura County Court House  
One of the most beautiful civic structures in California, this State of California Historical Landmark, now a century old, is 
noted for its gleaming terra cotta exterior, copper sheathed dome, elegant Italian marble foyer, coffered ceilings and 
paneled Council Chambers. Designed in Beaux Arts style by legendary architect Albert C. Martin and completed in 1913 as 
the Ventura County Court House, the historic building was restored in 1971 and 1988 to become Ventura’s City Hall.

Mark Morris – the first dancer/choreographer to serve as 
Music Director of the Ojai Music Festival – has received 
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numerous awards in recognition of his contributions to the arts, including a MacArthur Fellowship and the prestigious 
Leonard Bernstein Lifetime Achievement Award for the Elevation of Music in Society.

Curator Reveals Origin Of Oxnard In Talk At Agriculture Museum, June 13 
Agricultural crops have had a strong influence on the growth of Ventura County. Soon after California became a state, great 
numbers of farmers began arriving to establish farms and grow a variety of crops. A few towns grew slowly to support the 
agriculture industry and provide for the needs of farm families. But one crop has the distinction of being the sole reason for a 
Ventura County town’s birth and boom. According to the Museum of Ventura County Agriculture Museum’s Curator, Anne 
Graumlich, “without sugar beets, there would be no Oxnard.” On June 13, 2013 at 2:00 p.m., Graumlich will share the 
history of “Oxnard’s Sugar Beet Bonanza,” during a Second Thursday Gallery Talk at the Agriculture Museum. How a field 
in the middle of a fertile plain became the site of the world’s second-largest sugar beet processing factory, and how the 
County’s soon-to-be fastest growing city grew there, will be illustrated with photographs from the Museum of Ventura 
County’s Research Library Collection. The agreements between area farmers and the Oxnard brothers, who were American 
sugar barons from the east coast and France; the construction of the sugar factory; the great human effort required to grow 
and harvest beets; and the overnight growth of the city that would be named Oxnard; are highlights of the talk. The 30-
minute presentation will be followed by time for questions and answers.
