In the
morning, tour the magnificent Crystal Cathedral
constructed of more than 10,000 mirrored glass windows
and housing a world-renowned pipe organ.  Lunch will
be at the Anaheim White House Restaurant, a gracious
Victorian-style mansion that presents fine dining in a fun
and friendly atmosphere. After lunch, travel to the Bowers
Museum and view Death and the Afterlife in Ancient Egypt:

The Bowers Museum is
the only venue in the country to present this exhibit of
extraordinary treasures from the British Museum in London.
